2. Register with the Provincial Fire Center at 1-B66-404-4911.

If a passing motorist reports a fire that yvou have not registered with the Municipality and the Provincial
Fire Center, you will be fined $1000. If our fire department deems it necessary to call in fire fighters from
neighbouring municipalities, all costs will be forwarded to the person responsible for starting the fire.
Please ensure you have proper Fire Fighting Insurance coverage.

Building Permits

Building permits are only valid for 12 months from the date on the permit. All expired permits must be
closed in a timely manner. If an extension is required, please submit yvour request in writing along with
your signature and the itemization of the work still required to be completed to the RM Office. Call or
text Nicole at BuildTECH Inspections at 306-370-2824 to book your inspection.
